Re: Accelerated Repair Program - Statements of Interest
Shoemaker and Hood Elementary Schools

To Members of the City Council,

The Lynn School Department is requesting Lynn City Council support in order to
submit a Statement of Interest to the Accelerated Repair Program under the
auspices of the Massachusetts School Building Authority (MSBA). Acceptance
into the program will allow two of our school buildings to be repaired with partial
funding from MSBA.

This program is limited to the repair or replacement of roofs, windows and
boilersrHVAC systems at school facilities that are otherwise structurally,
functionally and educationally sound. If a school facility requires more extensive
repair or replacement work, it will not be eligible for the funding under the
Accelerated Repair Program.

The two schools chosen for the submission of the Statements of Interest are
Shoemaker and Hood. After discussion with Mr. Michael Donovan of Inspectional
Services, it was determined that these two schools would benefit most for the
needs specified in the Accelerated Repair Program.



On February 16, 2017, the Lynn School Committee voted in favor of the
submission of the Statements of Interest for Shoemaker and Hood. The vote of the
Lynn City Council is also necessary to enable submission of these Statements of
Interest. I thank you very much for your consideration of this request.
